      Dr. Matthews’ prescriptions 

 

Dr. Bruce Matthews, a physician in Washington, D.C., tells of writing prescriptions for a woman  who 

complained of frequent migraine headaches.  One prescription was for the latest migraine medication. 

Another prescription suggested that she read “Come to me all you that are weary    and heavy laden 

and I will give you rest” in Matthew 11:28. 

 

Dr. Matthews has found that faith has a definite effect on physical healing.  He has learned   that prayer 

has a calming effect.  He noticed that those who read inspiring biblical passages  have found inner 

peace, courage and the reframing of their problems in a more constructive way. 

 

For example, a 31-year-old woman with cancer found that the story of the woman who touched   the 

hem of Jesus’ garment and was healed (Luke 8:43) gave her hope and quieted her anxiety.   An 

alcoholic who was deeply depressed about his problem was told to read about King Saul  and David 

and the apostle Paul, all of whom had bouts of depression at times.  Doing so,  the  addict was able to 

get beyond his feelings of depression and proceed with treatment. 

 

“As a physician,” says Dr. Matthews, “I believe we can effectively aid healing by turning to  God with a 

willing heart.”
