I had just spent several weeks in lllinois attending a class for Bell South. It was the middle
of the winter and snowplows had to clear the runway before we could take off. | was on a Delta
flight so there was an obligatory stop in Atlanta GA. The weather was still cold but when we landed
it looked clear and windy.

After a four-hour layover and thirty-minute walk across the airport to my departing flight, |
was ready to finish the last leg of my journey home. Finally, the time came to load up and after
pulling away from the gate the Capt. told us over the intercom that there would be a short delay
as we waited for the storm to pass.

Storm? What storm? | couldn't see any storm. | wanted to takeoff now! It was getting dark.
| was tired. | had been traveling all day. | was ready to get home to a real meal and sleep in a
comfortable bed. Instead, | spent the next two hours stranded in a hot, cramped airplane setting
in line on the taxiway with the other dozens of planes waiting for the storm to pass. The storm had
arrived in all its fury.

Everything had looked fine from my window seat, but the flight crew could see more than
| could see, and they knew more about the situation than | could possibly know. The decision to
delay our takeoff protected us all from a dangerous situation. Annoying, as that decision was... it
was the right decision.

As we enter a new year, delays and re-directions will continue to occur all the time, almost
every day in fact, in one way or another. Things just don't always go the way we thought they
would, or the way we want them to. However, | believe that those who have placed their lives in
God's loving hands should see these annoyances differently: we know that God is in control, that
he is causing all things to work together for our good and for his glory. The tiniest delay could be
diverting us from the greatest disaster. Or it could just be God's way of preparing you for his
perfect timing.

So, when life inconveniently re-directs your plans, and it will certainly will sooner or later,
remember that God is in the details. He is leading us where he wants us to be.

May God richly bless and keep you in the coming year.
